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1.  INTRODUCTION / BACKGROUND
The Snoqualmie Valley and the Snoqualmie Falls is within the Snoqualmie Tribe’s historic territory. The Tribe lived, hunted, fished and gathered between, what is now known as the Cities of Monroe and North Bend, Washington. 
It is a policy of the Tribe to be good stewards of the Snoqualmie River Valley and to investigate and monitor environmental conditions. The Snoqualmie Tribe believes that minimizing human impacts to the Snoqualmie River and restoration of impacted areas would have great benefits to the local environment and all inhabitants of the Valley.
The Tribe is concerned with damage to property, human health and ecosystems caused by flooding. Removing manmade structures within the River and restoring the river to its natural state is a priority.
2. PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF PROJECT
The study area is the 100 year flood plain in the upper and lower Snoqualmie Valley along the Snoqualmie River; in the upper Snoqualmie Valley from the Snoqualmie Falls upstream to the confluence with the South Fork of the Snoqualmie River and in the lower Snoqualmie Valley from the Snoqualmie Falls downstream to the City of Duvall (see attached map). 
The Snoqualmie Tribe is conducting this flood study for the purpose of answering the following two questions:
1. Would there be a difference in flooding in the upper valley if there were no man made impediments above the Snoqualmie Falls?
2. Would the removal of these impediments have an impact or change in flooding in the      lower valley?
3. QUALIFICATION CONTENT REQUIREMENTS

The proposal will include the following items:

· Letter of interest.
· Estimate of proposed fee.
· Identification and resumes of personnel to be directly involved with this project, including Principal in charge and project Engineer.

· Experience of the Engineering project team with this type of study

· The percentage of full time commitment that each project team member will have to the project.

· A description of the firm’s project management philosophy and approach to the project.

· Reference for key personnel.

· A list of similar projects completed by the team.

Submittals must be received by 5:00 pm, May 15th, 2008.

6. CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

Proposals will be evaluated and finalists will be selected using the following criteria:

· Work plan identifying staff and schedule

· Evidence of competent flood plain evaluation

· History of effective schedule and budget management for projects of similar scale and budget

· Qualifications of assigned staff; experience with similar projects; successful teamwork on complex projects.
· Indian preference Act Applies. A copy of the Tribal Employment Rights Ordinance is available for review upon request at the Snoqualmie Tribe’s Administrative Office.
The proposals will be reviewed by the Snoqualmie Tribe Environment and Natural Resources Committee. 
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
